
Cut 2 equal squares of a Clear textured 
glass. (100CSF Chord or 100RSF 
Ripple).  Lay the first square on Kiln 
Shelf Paper, texture side up.

Lay the second square on top of the 
first, texture side down. Turn the 
second square 90º so that the texture 
grains “crisscross.”

Decorate any way you choose & fuse. 
We used Pebbles, Chips, and Stringer. 
We Contour Fused (1425º for a 5 
minute hold).
